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XI CAMPEONATO del C.E.S.B.T. – 23 May 2015

JUDGE: JENNY SMITH (WILLOWSTAFF, UK)

This was my first time judging in Spain and it was an honour and pleasure to appraise this excellent entry of 99 dogs.  My sincere thanks to the exhibitors for the opportunity to assess their dogs and for the sporting way my decisions were received. The quality overall was very high, with no mouth faults and temperament was excellent. The level of fitness was also very good especially in view of the restrictions owners have to endure, of which I was previously unaware. My principal winners were very much of the type I prefer; being of clean lines and without exaggeration and I was extremely pleased with my final line-ups of dogs and bitches. Special thanks to the President, Vice President and Secretary (and their respective partners/committee members) for the wonderful hospitality extended to myself and Mick during our stay. 

Baby Puppy Dog – 5 Entries
1st No. 2 – Oscar Parramon’s Santfost Solo Poker. Pied of 4 months. Head of correct proportions and developing nicely. Dark eyes, neat ears, short foreface, deep through skull. Well boned with good balance. Moved out well enough for one so young. Good luck for the future.

2nd No. 5 – Diamonds of Blanch Anastasia Steele. 3½ months’ Black/brindle that was well balanced with good bone, neat feet and correct rear quarters. Head in balance with body, lovely dark eyes, tidy ears. Dips a little behind the withers but has plenty of time to settle. Another promising youngster.

3rd No. 3 – Vicyen’s Tupac Shakur. 4½ months’ fawn with white front and feet. Good head, correct bite with strong teeth. Dark eyes, neat ears, clean enough in muzzle at this stage of development. Straight front, good bone and balance. Movement ok. Another that should have a promising future.

Baby Puppy Bitch – 7 Entries

1st No. 12 – Diamonds of Blanch Fifty Shades of Grey. Black/brindle of 3½ months. Dark eyes, correct mouth, ear carriage ok. Well proportioned head, typical expression. Clean, straight front, good bone and neat feet. Well balanced in body with good rear quarters, level topline, short coupled. A very promising baby that moved out well with confidence. BEST BABY PUPPY – good luck for the future.

2nd No. 6 – David Martin’s D’Spain Fuego Negro Aprilia. Black/brindle of 3 months 3 weeks. Another very nice baby of much promise, however her handler tends to stand her ‘bow fronted’ which detracts. Instead of placing her toes in, he needs to turn her feet slightly out. She has an extremely attractive head and expression, with big, dark round eyes and good ear carriage. She is compact, has sound rear quarters and moved ok.

3rd No. 7 - Diamonds of Blanch Love We Share. 3½ months and litter sister to 1, but not quite as neat in the ear or had the striking expression of 2, but another promising youngster that is developing well. She has dark eyes, good width to front, is well boned and of good balance. Moved out well enough.

Puppy Dog – 8 Entries (1 Absent)

1st No. 18 - Diamonds of Blanch Street Fighter. 6 months’ black/brindle that is short coupled, has a straight front, neat feet, dark nails, correctly angulated rear quarters, level topline and moved well enough. Not quite the expression or cleanliness of head I prefer, but head of good strength with correct mouth, neat ears and dark, round eyes.

2nd No. 17 - Marco Antonio’s Vigstaff Jupiter Legacy. Fawn/white with black mask. More terrier type than 1st and the same age, but not as mature. Slightly less width to front, but he has the clean lines and upper arm I prefer. Head of sufficient development for age with dark eyes, neat enough ears and correct mouth. Neat feet, dark nails, straight front, sufficient bone, fit condition, level topline and well angulated rear quarters. 

3rd No. 19 - Navarro’s D’Spain Fuego Negro Avatar. Black/brindle of 9 months. Possessing an attractive head which is clean with good underjaw, dark eyes and correct ear carriage. Well boned, straight front, compact in body, although not quite the lift I like. Preferred rear angulation and subsequent movement of 1 & 2.
Puppy Bitch – 6 Entries (3 Absent)

1st No. 20 - Jesu M Goyanes’ Islandfrenesistaff La Palma.  Black brindle of 6 months. Half prick ears tend to detract, however I chose to see past this minor cosmetic fault and she won on her overall positive virtues which were: good construction, clean fronted, short coupled, well balanced and moved well. Dark eyes, clean headed with correct mouth and good underjaw. BEST PUPPY – Congratulations and good luck. 

2nd No. 24 – Diamonds of Blanch Aborigenbull. 6 months’ Black/brindle that didn’t move as well and was slightly longer coupled than 1. However she has correct forequarters, good rear angulation, nice expression, dark enough eyes, mouth correct, ears ok.

3rd No. 25 - Diamonds of Blanch Soul Lady. Black/brindle of 8½ months and a nice style of bitch when standing. Dark enough eyes, neat ear carriage, head of good proportions. Unfortunately she was very difficult to assess when moving.

Junior Dog – 6 entries (1 Absent)

1st No. 30 - Alejandro Balebona’s Alebastaff Home Rum. Black/brindle of 14½ months. My style of dog. He has a clean, well proportioned head of sufficient strength and in keeping with body, with dark eyes and correct dentition.  He has good overall balance and the clean lines I look for. Straight front, good width to chest, well boned. Well angulated rear quarters, in good condition – nice dog.

2nd No. 96 - Toni Guillen’s Hometiti’s Born in Itaca. Black/brindle of 16 months with a nice head type, attractive expression and correct mouth. Well balanced, level top line, good rearquarters and shown in fit condition. At times he ‘paced’ but overall movement was sound. Not quite the ‘lift’ or cleanliness of shoulder line of 1.

3rd No. 28 - Fernando Pascua’s D’Spain Fuego Fuego Negro Invictus – Another black/brindle of 11 months and similar to 2.  Not quite the lift or balance of 2, but a good headed dog with neat ears. A sound enough dog that deserved his place.


Junior Bitch – 8 Entries (2 Absent)

1st No. 35 - Ana Deltell’s Vic Wonders I Love Barcelona. 12½ months fawn. A lovely bitch – just the type I like. She has an attractive head of correct proportions which is clean and well defined, complimented by neat ears, dark eyes and correct mouth. Front straight and of good width, enough bone, neat feet with dark nails.  Clean in outline, balanced, level topline and well angulated rear quarters. She moved like a dream. In the challenge for Best Junior she came up against a very good dog, however won BEST JUNIOR on her superior movement. Time is on her side – good luck for the future.

2nd No. 34 – J Navas’ El Doradostaff Mikaru. 10½ months’ Black/Brindle. Very attractive off the front having lovely head with dark eyes, slightly more lip than 1 but ok. Clean enough on the shoulder line, well boned, neat feet, correct width, but did not quite have the balance or movement of 1. 

3rd No. 33 – J. Diego Pardo’s Persefone Dog of War. 9½ months’ brindle that had a good head, dark eyes, correct mouth, adequate width to front, sufficient ‘lift’ and good balance. A little playful on the move.

Intermediate Dog – 7 Entries (1 Absent)
1st No. 43 - Borja Monestina’s Itcheboren Heay Fuel. 21 months’ Black/Brindle that was slightly stronger through than 2. A nice style of dog in fit condition that moved well and has good balance with sufficient bone. He has a clean head of good strength, correct dentition, defined stop, deep through skull. Body well balanced and well angulated rear quarters.

2nd No. 41 - Antonio Fco. Lopez’s Alport The Prophet. 20 months’ Black Brindle/White front. This dog was slightly more my type than 1; unfortunately he appeared to be adversely affected by the noise/loud music. A clean fronted dog, having the required ‘lift’ for good overall balance. Straight front, good head with no excess flesh, dark eyes and neat ears. Not quite as strong in the rear quarters as 1. Another very good dog.

3rd No. 45 - Jose Casas’ Diamonds of Blanch Black Bood. Black/brindle of 19 months. Head of good strength and well defined, complimented by dark eyes and neat ears. Reasonably clean in muzzle and correct mouth. Well boned, good width to chest. Prefer a shade more ‘lift’ for better overall balance and could be fitter.

Open Dog – 21 Entries (5 Absent)

1st No. 47 - Francisco J. Seco’s J.Ch. Itcheboren New Enterprize. 3 years’ Black/brindle. A superb dog that is not overboned or overdone in any way. Correctly proportioned head with good definition, having dark, round eyes, good mouth and neat ears. Super expression – alert and animated. He is a well balanced dog that moved well, holding a level topline with correct front and rear angulations. A quality dog of the make and shape I look for. Delighted to award him BEST DOG/CAC & BEST OF BREED. Well done and good luck.

2nd No. 49 – Pedro y Barbara’s D’Spain Fuego Negro Silverstone. 3 years’ Black/brindle with white front. He has a correctly proportioned head of good strength with dark enough eyes. Body compact and balanced with good width to front and well muscled rear quarters. Not quite the ‘lift’/athleticism of 1. However he is a good quality dog, shown in fit condition.

3rd No. 56 – David Padilla’s Conan White De Sheisma. 4½ years’ and another Black/Brindle with white front that is similar in type to 2, having good overall balance, correct rear quarters, level topline, deep enough in brisket and has slightly more lift than 2. In good fit condition and moved well.     

Champion Dog – 4 Entries

1st No. 66 - Alberto Fernandez’s Itcheboren Moster Show. Mahogany brindle of 5 years 3 months. A quality dog I have judged previously. He has a lovely, clean head and super expression with dark eyes and correct mouth. He is well balanced with clean, straight front and good rear quarters and moved well. He was slightly pared down to my personal preference, but won this class as he has the clean lines and athleticism I look for. However he lost out to the Open dog in the challenge when his lack of substance was an issue. 

2nd No. 68 – Sheila Martinez’ Ch Zeus de El Doradostaff. Black/brindle/white front of 6½ years and another quality dog that was more compact than 1, but not as positive on the move. He has a super head with alert/keen expression, neat ears, dark enough eyes and correct mouth. He is well balanced with straight front and good rear quarters. 

3rd No. 65. Josue Calatayud’s D’Spain Fuego Negro Gladiator. Black/brindle of almost 3 years. He has a head of good strength and great teeth. There is slightly more of him all over and he could be fitter. However he is a nice type of dog and another worthy Ch. – just preferred the cleaner muzzle and condition of 2.

Intermediate Bitch – 7 Entries (2 Absent)

1st No. 76 - Urko Perez’ De Increscendo Nicolette. Black/brindle of 2 years. She has a well proportioned head with clean muzzle and correct mouth. Body in fit condition, clean fronted and with good overall balance. Correct rear quarters and level topline. Moved well.
2nd No. 70 - David Suarez’ Itcheboren Black Domina. Black/brindle of 21 months with a lovely head type and very attractive expression. Clean in outline with a straight front. A very nice standard bitch and a smaller package than 1. Preferred the strength/bone of 1 and more positive movement.

3rd No. 69 - Ignacio Arriola’s JCh Diamonds of Blanch DreamsSweet. Black/brindle of 2 years. Another with a very attractive head with round eyes and neat ears. Teeth correct, good bone and more the size/style I prefer but overall outline was marred by carrying too much weight which cost her a higher placing.  A very nice bitch.

Open Bitch – 13 Entries (3 Absent). A TRIO OF QUALITY BITCHES – VERY MUCH MY TYPE

1st No. 79 - Paco Valle’s D’Spain Fuego Negro Kenya. Black/brindle of 5 years. A top quality bitch that has a wonderful head and expression, is clean as a whistle all round. She possesses good lift and superb balance with good width to front. Dark enough eyes, neat ears and clean in muzzle with correct dentition and neat feet. Moved well in her class holding a level topline. Unfortunately lacked sparkle in the Challenge when moved against the Best Dog. However she is a superb bitch and one I would be proud to own. Delighted to award her BEST BITCH/CAC & RESERVE BEST OF BREED. Congratulations.

2nd No. 74 - Steve Halifax’s Jackstaff Tzarine. 19 months’ Red/white front & socks. Another quality exhibit and very much of the style I look for. She was shown in excellent condition, has a superb head which is well proportioned with a lovely expression, complemented by neat ears. Muzzle strong and clean and mouth correct. Well balanced body and clean fronted. Slightly fitter but not as positive or settled on the move as 1. 

3rd No. 77 - Frank Martinez’ D’Spain Fuego Girl of My Dreams. Black/brindle of 2½ years that was slightly more compact in outline than 2 and not quite as fit. However she is another quality exhibit with an attractive, feminine head, correct mouth and neat ears. She is well balanced with a level topline; not quite the width of front of 1 & 2 but presents a clean outline with nothing overdone. 

Champion Bitch – 5 Entries (1 Absent)

1st No. 90 - J Maria Vargas’ JCh & Ch D’Spain Fuego Negro Lara Croft. Black/brindle of 3½ years. A very nice bitch of obvious quality that has a lovely head of correct proportions with good teeth, dark eyes and neat ears. Front straight and of good width and just the right amount of bone. Well balanced, level topline, well angulated rear quarters, moved soundly. A superb bitch and a worthy Champion – liked her.

2nd No. 89 - Fanny y Carlos’ Ch Sweet Revenge. Black/brindle of 3 years. Another nice type of bitch whose outline was spoilt by carrying too much weight, but I could see that she possesses good balance and has a body of correct proportions. She has a strong but feminine head and beautiful expression, complemented by dark eyes and neat ear carriage. She has a correct mouth and is clean lipped with no excess flesh. Level topline and good rear quarters completed the picture. Another worthy Champion.

3rd No. 93 - Jose M. Fabra’s Ch Diamonds of Blanch Black Night. Black/brindle of 3½ years. Another sound exhibit possessing a head of good strength and proportions with correct mouth and neat ears. Slightly plainer in expression than 1 & 2, stronger through and not as clean off the front, but has good balance and rear quarters.

Veteran Dog – 2 Entries (1 absent)

1st No. 94. Marco Garcia’s Jajca’s Phoenix From The Flame. Fawn with white front of almost 9 years. Excellent pigmentation, having black mask and dark nails. Head of good strength and well defined, clean in muzzle, strong underjaw, dark round eyes, correct bite and neat ears. Straight, well boned front, good width to chest. Well balanced, good topline, sufficient rear angulation, in excellent condition for age. Moved out well. Thanks for bringing him.
